We also ask that no shrubs, etc be
planted in the cemetery. This is also to
make mowing easier and to improve the
overall look of the cemetery.

When floral decorations wilt or begin to
be weather beaten, they will be
removed and disposed of.

Burial Rule

The board has voted to require
that all burials at Walnut Hill use
either a vault or a “concrete box”.
This will minimize the sinking in
of graves over time. It will make
mowing easier and improve the
appearance of the grave site and
the whole cemetery.

MOWING & OTHER CONCERNS

We keep the cemetery mowed as neatly
as possible during the summer months.
It is an expensive undertaking.
Increased fuel costs make it more
expensive every year.

We also keep the brush and trees
around the fences trimmed. We are
proud of the way the cemetery looks
and hope you are pleased on any of
your visits.
